Property Tax Rebates: Areawide Tax Relief of $11,948,300 has been applied to real property 
taxpayers’ accounts. The allocation touched 71,433 accounts and was only allocated to accounts 
that were billed in calendar year 2022 areawide taxes on July 1, 2022. The maximum rebate was 
$97,065.78 and the minimum rebate was $0.10. The average taxpayer saw a rebate of $167.48. 
Notification letters were sent on November 14, 2022 to all taxpayers receiving a rebate of $50 or 
more. Mortgage companies will receive an updated tax file in January that reflects the relief and 
any taxpayer that has a credit balance of $50.00 or more after all taxes were paid will receive a 
refund over the next several weeks, please allow time for processing. The relief amount will be 
shown on the “my property screen” on the website once the amount has been applied for all 
taxpayers. 
 
Swimming Lessons Summary: From September 1 to date, the pools have had 1,599 signups with 
1,332 students assigned. We have accommodated approximately 83% of those that applied for 
classes. We generally do have some remaining open slots in some classes, due primarily to 
students/parents schedules not being compatible with available time slots. During this latest 
round, we only had one available open slot.  
 
We have steadily increased the number of class offerings as we hire and train new staff. We are 
still in the process of seeking the two new 40-hour positions. The positions were posted October 
21, 2022. Among the new on-call hires, several are scheduled to attend and complete water 
safety instructor training in December. It is our plan to offer as many classes as possible once 
additional staff are trained. Currently, both swimming pools offer daytime classes for 
homeschool and preschool aged children, evening classes four nights per week, as well private 
swim classes.  
 
We are also preparing to offer afterschool swimming lessons, a program that includes a bus ride 
from the school(s) to the pool(s). We will be able to accommodate 30 students per assigned 
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school time slot with capacity of four elementary schools per month. We are also currently 
reviewing a contract with the Office of Migrant Education to offer swim lessons for several 
hundred eligible students in that program.
